Camp Whitcomb-Mason is located in Hartland, WI and is run by the Boys & Girls Club of Greater Milwaukee. The 
majority of camp activities take place in James Lodge where the main rehearsal spaces, the final concert venue, and 
sleeping accommodations are located. Barrack-style rooms house 12 campers in bunk beds with showers and lavatories 
are found across the hall. Meals are served cafeteria style in the same building. Lake Keesus and the swimming pool are 
just a short walk away!
